Strayer University welcomes transfer students from Montgomery County Community College.   
Accredited by the Middle States Commission on Higher Education, Strayer University offers all 
our degrees online and on-campus to better fit the lifestyle of our students.  

GUARANTEED ADMISSION PROGRAM 

This Transfer Agreement is designed to facilitate the transfer of MCCC students into Strayer University’s 
Bachelor’ degree programs in Accounting, Business, Economics and Information Systems.  The Transfer 
Agreement allows graduates who have earned an Associate of Arts (A.A.), an Associate of Science (A.S.) 
degree from MCCC, an Associate’s of Applies Science degree (A.A.S), or an Associate’s degree in 
General Studies(A.G.S) to transfer in their entire degree program when applying to a related Bachelor’s 
degree at Strayer University as outline in the Curriculum Guide Addendum  of the agreement. 

ADVANTAGES OF THE GUARANTEED ADMISSION PROGRAM 

• $50 application fee waiver
• Tuition is waived for every 10th course taken at Strayer University, which currently is equivalent

to a $2700 scholarship for most students.
• SU will transfer, in its entirety, MCCC’s AA, AS, or AAS associate degree for students enrolling

in a related degree program at SU, in most cases allowing the student to complete his or her
degree program at Strayer University within two years of full-time study. A student may transfer
up to 126 Qtr Hrs (84 Semester Hrs.)

• SU will accept “C-“ and “D” grades for students who have completed the requirements for the
associate degree.

• General Education/Core-to-Core Transfer- students completing an AA or AS degree at MCCC
will be considered to have met all lower division general education requirements at Strayer
University.

• Prior Learning Assessment and other life experience credits already evaluated as part of the
associate’s degree program will be brought in with the degree.

• Opportunities to meet with a Strayer University representative on a regular basis for advising and
assistance with transferring.

• All Strayer University Degree Programs may be taken completely online or on-campus or a
combination of both at each student’s individual pace.( part-time or full-time)

• Students may take courses at any one of Strayer University’s over 43 campuses nationwide or
online.

• Most on-campus courses are offered in the evening, while some campuses do have a few courses
during the day and on weekends.

• Strayer is on the quarter system and courses meet 10-11 weeks a quarter.
